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Year In Review

OPTIMISM WITH A TOTAL INVESTMENT RETURN SHOWING A 19% INCREASE

"The Scioto Foundation’s annual “Year in Review”
report for 2009 emphasized optimism with a total
investment return showing a 19 percent increase over the
previous year.

“The Foundation spent the year getting back to even,”
stated Executive Director Kim Cutlip in an assessment for
annual meeting attendees, donors and the community,
adding that like many other foundations across Ohio and
the nation, the Foundation had a decrease in assets of
approximately 25 percent in 2008.

As of December 31, 2009, the Scioto Foundation had a
market value of 20.3 million dollars. Since its inception in
1974 the Foundation has received 18.1 million dollars in
contributions and has granted 11.2 million dollars to local
nonprofit organizations and scholarships for local youth.

Today the Foundation is a collection of approximately
190 separate funds ranging in size from $1,000 to $2.1
million dollars.

In 2009, the Foundation received 1,105 individual
contributions, excluding payroll deductions from 8 local
school districts for the UCAN program. Total gifts equaled
$1.29 million dollars, Cutlip reported. In contrast, 2008
records show 939 individual contributions, excluding payroll
deductions from 5 school districts, for an amount of $755
thousand dollars.

The Foundation welcomed 9 new funds in 2009,
according to Cutlip. They included the Paul J. Lemaster
Senior Activities Fund, the Mary A. Burke Fund, the Mary
A. Burke Scholarship Fund, the East High School Alumni
Association Scholarship Fund as part of the UCAN
initiative, the William C. Anderson Eagle Scout Scholarship
Fund, the Hillview Residents Scholarship Fund, the Robert
and Regina Smith Family Fund and the Ralph and Louise
Arrick Fund.

As a tax-exempt community foundation, the Scioto
Foundation receives and invests charitable gifts from
individuals, families, businesses and other groups and
distributes earnings for grants and projects that help meet
the continually-evolving needs of the Portsmouth area. In
the past year the Foundation awarded 160 scholarships in
the amount of $178,000 and paid out a total of $856,000 in
the form of grants and scholarships to area nonprofit
organizations and universities.

In 2009 the Scioto Foundation awarded 45 grants for a
total of $275,331. The average grant award was $6,051 and

the largest grant was $50,000. Grants were awarded to

nonprofit causes in the fields of education, the arts,
community development, health and social services which
aid area residents in many ways.

Besides the numerous college scholarships given to local
students through the Scioto Foundation, the new UCAN
(University/College Access Network) initiative and
partnership with local school systems provided matching
funds for school scholarship endowments at the Foundation
to enable area youth to find resources for college costs now
and in the future. Grants to area arts organizations
supported live concerts and performing arts for children,
exhibitions, artist residencies in the schools and many other
educational programs. Community development grants
went to nonprofit organizations like the Portsmouth City
Schools to help make possible its new athletic complex. A
health grant to the Southern Ohio Medical Center provided
weight scales to aid patients in monitoring congestive heart
failure. People in need were served through grants to the
ORVC American Red Cross’s disaster program, Operation
Safety Net’s “Operation Feed the Needy” and United
Way’s school supply drive, only a few of the causes
supported by the Foundation in the past year.

He was a 1942 graduate
of Valley High School and received his B.S. degree from
Bowling Green State University.

Arrick was a former high school teacher at Valley and
McDermott. Active in numerous sports and community

activities, he was a basketball and baseball coach at

A well-known businessman in the community, Anderson
was a Chartered Life Underwriter, a designation awarded
after eight college-level insurance courses.

MARY ANN BURKE FUNDS

TWO new funds have been established in the name
of Mary Ann Burke, long time Portsmouth resident and
generous community benefactor. A Field of Interest Fund
designated to service social needs in Scioto County and a
scholarship fund have been created through a bequest from
Mrs. Burke, who died on February 9, 2009 at the age of 91,
according to Kim Cutlip, Scioto Foundation Executive
Director.

The Mary Ann Burke Field of Interest Fund authorizes
the Scioto Foundation Board of Governors to distribute
annual income from the fund’s invested principal through
the Foundation’s regular grant process to qualified
organizations servicing social needs in the area such as the
Salvation Army, the Scioto County Homeless Shelter, the
Catholic Social Services and others.

The second fund will be used for scholarships for Scioto
County students who attend Shawnee State University.
Candidates for Mary A. Burke Scholarships will apply
through the Foundation’s competitive application process,
and recipients will be selected annually by the Foundation’s
Scholarship Committee.

“The entire Burke Family is pleased that Mary Ann has
made this bequest,” said her son Jeffrey Burke of
Portsmouth. “She was a wonderful mother, grandmother

To be eligible for the scholarship, East High School
students shall be selected using criteria determined by the
officers of the EHS alumni Association. Recipients of the
awards will be chosen on an annual basis by an advisory
board consisting of a standing scholarship selection
committee designated by the EHS Alumni Association.

Annual scholarships will be used exclusively for students
residing in what is now known as the East/Sciotoville
School District, including Sciotoville, North Moreland and
part of Porter Township currently within the East School
District.

The amounts available for scholarship distribution will be

based upon the current spending policy of the Foundation

The Hill View Retirement Center
Resident Scholarship Fund will benefit employees of the
retirement facility.

The new fund has been created by the Hill View
Retirement Center Resident Council which will make
annual selection of scholarship recipients with final
approval by the Foundation’s Board of Governors.

To be eligible for the scholarship, a student must have
been employed at Hill View Retirement Center for at least
one year and maintain an exemplary employment and
performance record.

"The Hill View Retirement Center Resident Council
decided to turn administration of the Resident Scholarship
Program over to the Scioto Foundation because, with
recent changes in the IRS rules on 503b accounts, we were

The Scioto Foundation’s UCAN program strives to
increase the number of students from Scioto County
attending and completing college, raise the educational
attainment levels of the community and improve the quality
of life for residents of the Scioto County area. Along with
the creation of school initiated scholarship funds such as
the East High School Alumni Association Scholarship
Fund, the UCAN plan is designed to establish or expand
Advanced Placement class offerings in area schools, set up a
centralized scholarship database for Scioto County youth
and form a marketing campaign focused on the importance

of saving for college.

PAUL R. LEMASTER SENIOR ACTIVITIES FUND

The Paul R. Lemaster Senior Activities Fund
was established by four family members as a donor advised
fund. The children of Paul Lemaster, including Shirley
Lemaster Sharek of Smithfield, North Carolina; Laurel
Lemaster Marion of Jackson, Allen Lemaster of Franklin
Furnace; and Felicia Lemaster Martin of Gladstone,
Virgina, have set up the new fund to provide assistance for
the elderly.

The family members will serve as an advisory committee
for the selection of a worthy activity, organization or
foundation in southern Ohio whose purpose is to assist the
elderly with medical expenses, prescriptions, food, utilities,
transportation, housing and other necessities. Funds
available from interest income will then be distributed to
selected agencies who have demonstrated an intent and
function of helping the elderly with these needs.

Born on November 28, 1940, Paul Ray Lemaster
graduated from Wheelersburg High School in 1959 and
spent his entire life in Scioto County. He married Linda
Rae Myers in 1958. During their 17 years of marriage the
couple spent their time raising their four children, Shirley,
Laurel, Allen and Felicia, and establishing a restaurant
business, Giovanni’s Pizza, in Portsmouth in 1963.
Lemaster worked as a cigarette salesman during the day and
built the restaurant business by night, in addition to
constructing a new home for his family.

“Giovanni’s Pizza was a popular spot in the Portsmouth
area located at the corner of 11th and Hutchins Street for
many years,” said daughters Shirley and Laurel,
remembering their father as successful restaurant owner
who introduced delivery service to the Portsmouth area and
provided a quality product.

“He employed many people in the Portsmouth area
throughout his tenure and provided them with a good
working environment. He eventually was able to give up
the sales job and devote his time to the restaurant. Dad

enjoyed dabbling in real estate projects and loved to take a

construction job from start to finish. He had a wonderful
vision of ‘what could be,” ” the sisters added.

In 1994, with his second wife, Jennifer Morrison
Lemaster, Paul started a franchise of Golden Corral
restaurants including the one in New Boston, Ohio, as well
as several others in southern Ohio and West Virginia. In
1999, he was awarded “Entrepreneur of the Year” by the
Portsmouth Area Chamber of Commerce for his dedication
to building businesses in the Portsmouth area. 1996, he was
named to the “Top Four Franchisees of the Year” by the
Golden Corral family restaurant chain. He also started two
Sonic restaurants in the area. In 2000, he sold his Golden
Corrals to his son, Allan, but remained active in real estate
projects.

During the time he was building the Giovanni’s Pizza
business, he forged a remarkable bond with his mother,
Maude Lemaster, according to Shirley and Laurel. She
helped him in the restaurant, coming in the early hours of
the morning to prepare fresh dough and sauces. Maude
worked in the restaurant until she was in her late 70s.

“At 95 years old she is still sharp as a tack, remembering
stories of her children, grandchildren and great
grandchildren,” the sisters commented. “Dad always made
sure she was well taken care of, often cooking for her as she
did for him. He loved her pies, her fudge made with black
walnuts and especially her beans and cornbread. He took
her out to breakfast several times a week. In fact, they were
both well known figures for the weekend buffet at Golden
Corral. Dad had a sports car that Maude loved to ride in
with him. Frequently he picked her up and took her to
family gatherings. Maude had seven children but the bond
that she and Dad shared was a special one. Dad was a quiet,
reserved person but when he was around her, you could see
the obvious love. It was his caring for her that led us to
decide that he would feel good about his fund helping the
elderly.”
